“This was a major farming system in the taluka which naeds 1o be preserved for posterity. This ancient form of farming was
practised in the Western Ghats before ploughing of fields was known,” explains Dr Parenkar.

He is the principal investigator of the project tithed ‘Rejuvenation of Puran Shed’, which aims at making photo and video

documentation of the farming activity to create awareness among researchers, lecals, writers, and students
